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Introduction

In March 2007, NACE sponsored a CME program, Emerging Challenges in Primary Care: 2007, in Birmingham, AL.  The conference was geared toward physicians, physician’s assistants, and nurse practitioners. Participant Information

Fifty-seven percent of attendees were physicians, the majority specializing in Internal Medicine and Family Practice.  Nurse practitioners (15%) and nurses (17%) comprised 32% of the audience.  Eleven percent of the audience was comprised of LPN’s and medical technicians.
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Sixty-two percent of attendees heard about the conference through the mailed program.  The remainder of attendees heard about the program from a colleague (30%), from a pharmaceutical representative (1.2%), or from another source (7.5%).

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Program Evaluation
